ADM 6.0.4 Console Installation for XP and Vista
*You need to have Local Admin permissions on your box before beginning the install.  If you do not have local admin permissions, please submit a help desk ticket to have the software installed.*
1. If you have the previous version of the console installed, uninstall it first.

2. Download the  ADM 6.0.4 Console 32 bit and 64 Bit Zip file from ISDP  http://isdp.cit.nih.gov/downloads/utilities.asp
3. Extract the files to an empty folder
4. Navigate to and open the MMC Interface folder 
a. If using a 64 bit Windows OS, open the MMC Interface (x64) Folder instead.
5. Double Click on setup
6. Click on Run
7. If prompted to install Visual C++ 2005 SP Redistributable Package
8. Click Next
9. Click Install
*NOTE, if prompted to Install .NET,  follow the prompts and install. *
10. Select   I accept the license agreement  and click next
11. Enter your full Name and Organization
12. Click Next
13. Click Next
14. Click Next
15. Installation of the Console will begin
16. Click Finish
17. After the install has finished, open the Hotfix_1281 folder 

18. Double Click on ARSMMC-6.0.4-1281.exe.  
a. If running a 64 bit OS,  double click on ARSMMC_x64-6.0.4-1281.exe.

19. Click Run
20. Click Yes to update
21. Click Next

22. Click Finish
23. Now open the console by clicking on Start
24.  Click All Programs or Programs
25. Click  on Quest Software
26. Click on Active Roles Server
27. Click on Active Roles Server Console 
28.  Right Click on Active Roles Server  (see below screenshot)
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Click on Connect
30.  In the white space next to the word service, type in either  nihadm3.nih.gov or nihadm4.nih.gov
a. NOTE   If you typically access ADM with another account besides the one you are currently logged in with (i.e.  a secondary account   [AA account])  then click the options button
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31.  In the white space next to User name: Type in   NIH\Logon name (replace the word logon name with your actual account that you login with)
32. Type in your password

33. Click Connect
34. Expand Active Directory, then expand  the Domain and navigate to an OU
35. Click on View at the top menu

36. Click on Advanced Details pane
